Significance of the Research Problem from a Scientific and Applied
Scientific Perspective
The significance of the research problem is manifested both from a scientific and an
applied scientific perspective. The present study focuses on the academic writing
skills of students from Kosovo who study English as a foreign language, and
examines the difficulties they encounter when composing academic essays in English.
From a scientific perspective, the study contributes to the development of research in
the fields of academic writing, applied linguistics, and the methodology of teaching
English as a foreign language. It enriches the existing literature through a systematic
analysis of the grammatical, structural, and organizational errors made by students in
the context of higher education in Kosovo. Of particular scientific value is the fact
that the dissertation emphasizes the lack of sufficient research on the academic
writing of students from Kosovo, which makes the study an original and timely
contribution to research in EFL/ESL education. Furthermore, the study integrates
contemporary theoretical approaches such as error analysis, academic literacies, and
the impact of Al technologies on academic writing, thereby expanding scholarly
discussions on the teaching of academic writing in the digital age.
From an applied scientific perspective, the study has direct practical value for the
teaching of academic writing in higher education. Through the analysis of authentic
student texts and survey research conducted among students and lecturers, specific
problems related to grammar, text organization, the use of academic style, and the
development of argumentation are identified. On this basis, practical strategies and
methodological approaches for improving students’ writing skills are proposed.
The results obtained may be used in the development of curricula, courses in
Academic Writing, English for Academic Purposes, and English for Specific
Purposes, as well as in teacher training. The study is also significant for enhancing
students’ academic literacy and competitiveness in an international academic
environment.
An additional practical contribution of the study lies in its examination of the role of
artificial intelligence and digital tools in the process of academic writing, providing
guidelines for the more effective and ethical integration of Al technologies into
education.
Therefore, the study makes a substantial contribution both to the advancement of
scientific knowledge in the fields of academic writing and applied linguistics, and to
the improvement of teaching practices and English language instruction in higher
education.



Description and Classification of the Candidate’s Contributions
The dissertation exposes the candidate’s in-depth theoretical knowledge in the fields
of applied linguistics, academic writing, and the methodology of teaching English as a
foreign language, as well as the ability to conduct independent scientific research.
This is evidenced by the development of a clear theoretical framework, the critical
analysis of specialized literature, and the independent implementation of empirical
research.
The contributions of the dissertation may be classified as scientific and applied
scientific.
The scientific contributions include the systematization and synthesis of
contemporary theoretical concepts related to academic writing, error analysis, and
academic literacy, as well as the investigation of the specific difficulties encountered
in the academic writing of students from Kosovo - a problem that has been
insufficiently explored in the scholarly literature.
The applied scientific contributions are reflected in the analysis and classification of
authentic language errors in student essays, the identification of the main difficulties
in academic writing, and the formulation of practical recommendations, strategies,
and methodological guidelines for improving the teaching of academic writing in
English. An additional contribution is the examination of the role of contemporary Al
technologies in the process of developing academic writing skills.

Assessment of the Degree of the Candidate’s Personal Contribution to the
Dissertation Contributions
The degree of the candidate’s personal contribution to the realization of the
dissertation contributions is substantial and clearly evident. The author independently
developed the theoretical framework of the study, selected and analyzed the
specialized literature, and organized and conducted the empirical research, including
the collection and processing of data from student essays and survey questionnaires.
The personal contribution is also reflected in the analysis, classification, and
interpretation of the identified linguistic and structural errors, as well as in the
formulation of the conclusions and practical recommendations. The presented results
and contributions are the outcome of the candidate’s independent scientific research
work.

Assessment of the Correspondence between the Abstract and the Main
Provisions and Contributions of the Dissertation
The abstract fully corresponds to the main provisions, structure, objectives,
methodology, results, and contributions of the dissertation. It presents in an accurate
and concise manner the research topic of the study, the research questions, the
theoretical framework, the methods employed, the empirical data, and the main
conclusions of the conducted research.
The abstract adequately reflects the scientific and applied scientific contributions of
the dissertation by presenting the principal findings from the analysis of the academic
writing of students from Kosovo and the proposed practical recommendations for
improving the teaching of academic writing. There is a clear correspondence between
the content of the abstract and the dissertation with regard to structure, research
problem, methodology, and conclusions.
Impact of the Dissertation on the External Environment
Assessment of the Publications Related to the Dissertation: Number and Nature of the
Publications
The publications related to the dissertation are sufficient in number and are
thematically directly connected to the research problem. Three independent scientific



publications are presented, all devoted to academic writing in the context of teaching
English as a foreign/second language, and each examining different aspects of the
difficulties encountered in academic writing and the possibilities for overcoming them.
The first publication, “Examining Lecturers’ Insights: Resolving Challenges and
Implementing Strategies for Improving Academic Writing Proficiency among Kosovo
Students,” was published in the peer-reviewed academic journal “Foreign Languages
and Cultures Annual,” Vol. 4 (2024), published by Sofia University St. Kliment
Ohridski. The article presents an empirical study on lecturers’ observations
concerning students’ difficulties in academic writing and the strategies for
overcoming them.

The second publication appeared in the “Annual of the Department for Language
Education and Continuing Qualification at Sofia University St. Kliment Ohridski, Vol.
24 (2023).” It examines the challenges faced by Kosovo students in writing academic
essays in English and proposes methodological solutions for improving writing
competence. The publication is a university academic collection with an established
profile in the field of language education.

The third publication, “Grammatical Error Analysis in Academic Essays: A
Comprehensive Study of University Students in Kosovo,” was published in the
international academic journal Journal of English Language Teaching and Applied
Linguistics (JELTAL), issued by Al-Kindi Centre for Research and Development.
The article analyzes grammatical errors in students’ academic essays and has a clearly
expressed applied and research contribution. The publication appears in an
international peer-reviewed journal with ISSN and DOI, which enhances the scientific
visibility of the dissertation research results.

Overall, the publications reflect the main directions of the dissertation, demonstrate
consistency in the doctoral candidate’s research interests, and show the ability to
publish research results in both national and international academic publications.
Opinions, Recommendations, and Remarks

The dissertation is distinguished by the relevance of the research problem, its clear
practical orientation, and the well-structured presentation of the material. The author
demonstrates a profound interest in issues related to academic writing in the context
of teaching English as a foreign language and successfully combines a theoretical
overview with empirical research. Particularly positive is the emphasis on the
practical applicability of the results and the formulation of specific methodological
guidelines for improving students’ academic writing skills.

The study exposes strong familiarity with the scientific issues under consideration,
skillful use of diverse empirical material, and an effort to systematize the most
common linguistic and grammatical difficulties encountered by students. The
methodological framework is clearly outlined, and the conclusions and
recommendations have genuine applicability in teaching practice.

Alongside the unquestionable merits of the dissertation, several recommendations
may be offered with regard to the future development of the research. It would be
beneficial for the comparative aspect to be expanded through the inclusion of data
from other educational contexts or countries, which would allow for a broader
interpretation of the results. In certain parts of the theoretical overview, a
predominantly descriptive approach can be observed; therefore, a more in-depth
critical analysis of some concepts would strengthen the theoretical contribution of the
dissertation.

It would also be of interest for future studies to examine the long-term effects of the
proposed methodological strategies on the development of students’ academic writing



skills. In some places, the language editing and stylistic precision could be further
refined. However, these remarks and recommendations do not diminish the value of
the dissertation; rather, they are intended as constructive suggestions aimed at
supporting the future development of the doctoral candidate’s research activity.
Conclusion

In view of the candidate’s overall academic and research activity, as presented in the
documentation related to the procedure, I consider that Assist. Prof. Fjolla Kalaba
meets the requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria, its Implementing Regulations, and the specific requirements of
New Bulgarian University. Therefore, I recommend that she be awarded the
educational and scientific degree of “Doctor” in Professional Field 2.1. Philology,
scientific specialty General and comparative linguistics at New Bulgarian University.
